He 
wanted her to own the 
field. He wanted to do 
more than just meet her 
needs. (Ruth 2; Ephe-
sians 3:20 ) 

 
God may not want you 
just cleaning the office, 
he may want you  
running the office. He 
wants you to be the 
Head not the Tail. 
 
GOD IS AWESOME! 
God amazes me with his 
goodness. I am finding 
out that you donôt have 
to seek Godôs blessings, 
favor, right people, right 
breaks, because He 
lines all of that up when 
we obey His commands.
